PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

President Bob Johnson: We will call the October 23rd, 2023 Drainage Board Session to order if you will all stand and recite the pledge.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

President Bob Johnson: First we have approval of minutes for October 9th, 2023

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: I’ll make a motion to approve the minutes.

President Bob Johnson: Second.  I’ll second. All in favor? Motion carries 2-0.


MORLEY/ CULVERS- HIGH POINTE

President Bob Johnson: First up we have Morley, Culvers High Pointe final drainage approval.

Jim Morley, Jr.: Jim Morley, Jr. Project Engineer. So this is for a new Culvers restaurant. It sits immediately east of the McCallister’s just off of Libbert Road and it’s inside of the Bellmoore Landing Commercial Subdivision and it drains to an existing basin in Bellmoore Landing in accordance with the original subdivision design plans. 

President Bob Johnson: Mr. Baxter, do you have any issues with it?

Phil Baxter: The drainage is in the subdivision. It’s already in.

President Bob Johnson: Mr. Sherwood?

Steve Sherwood: As stated. 

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: I make a motion to approve.

President Bob Johnson: I’ll second. All in favor. 2-0



ANDY EASLEY ENGINEERING INC/ WOLF ESTATE SUBDIVISION

Phil Baxter: this is the second meeting that Easley has missed on this. It’s, if you want to do it.

President Bob Johnson: do you want to remove it or table it?

Phil Baxter: I would just soon go ahead and get it approved because it’s big lots. Nothing else. They are just asking for no drainage.

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: nothing of concern?

Phil Baxter: No.

President Bob Johnson: Steve?

Steve Sherwood: That’s correct. Very large lots. No drainage required. 

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: So I will make a motion to approve the request for no drainage for Wolf Estates Subdivision.

President Bob Johnson: Can we do that with them not here Counsel?

Aaron Doll: They submitted the application correctly. We don’t have any questions for the applicant so I don’t see why not. No remonstrators.

President Bob Johnson: ok. All in favor? 2-0

President Bob Johnson: Next up we have claims for a total of $243.27

OTHER BUSINESS:

*BID OPENING- COLES CREEK & HUNTER TRAIL DITCH 2023*

President Bob Johnson: Next we have bid opening for Coles Creek and Hunter Trail Ditch.

Aaron Doll: I’ve got a total of 2 bids. I believe 5 were requested and 3 came to pre-bid and only 2 have submitted bids by the appropriate time. The first one is from Jerry Aigner Construction. Total Bid price is $7,850.00. Second bid is from Naas & Sons. Total Bid price is $18,495.00. 

President Bob Johnson: Little bit of a difference. Did you say $18,495.00? 

Aaron Doll: Yes.

President Bob Johnson: such a big discrepancy. No clue?

Jason Baxter: No. They were both at pre-bid.

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: What’s the scope of work? 

Jason Baxter: There is a large area of tree’s that’s left off of both sides of the bank and it’s just right at the Y where these two drains.

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: How many feet or it doesn’t even matter, it’s just right there right?

President Bob Johnson: You want to go ahead and motion to approve subject to Jason insuring that all of the specs are met and bid equally? 

Jason Baxter: Let me look at that. 

President Bob Johnson: No specs or nothing. Did you have a pre-site review or?

Jason Baxter: Yeah. They were both at the same time.

President Bob Johnson: They know they are supposed to take I don’t know, last time we had issues with stumps being left and stuff like that. is it going to be an issue this time?

Jason Baxter: I mean I have it all in my bid pack. 

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: I would say it has to be signed off on by you to be complete.

Jason Baxter: Sure. I mean I’m good with it.
Commissioner Terry Phillippe: I make a motion to approve the lowest bidder for the Coles Creek & Hunt Trail Ditch 2023 project which appears to be Aigner Construction at $7,850.00 providing that Jason checks all of the boxes as necessary.

STORM WATER DEPARTMENT

President Bob Johnson: Mr. Sherwood, go ahead with Stormwater please.

Steve Sherwood: Thank you Mr. President. 
· Just a couple of updates. First item is the drainage project at 7644 Meadow Lane. This affects 6 lots in the subdivision at that address. The drainage swale has been completed. Here is a photograph basically and Sam says the gentleman who requested the project is satisfied. Sam says that the owner is satisfied. We just cut a basic earth and drainage swale. You can see its grass and strawed.
· The second item I have is just a report for you on the Enclave. Ken Favre has been talking with our inspector Jeff Daily. He has cited the project in violation with a nuisance ordinance with wild flowers that he is wishing to plant in his subdivision which are in excess to the 12 inch height limit per the nuisance ordinance. I had informed Mr. Favre back in January of this year that his SWPPP has not been amended nor has the street drainage plan been amended to change from grass to wildflowers. There will be some drainage coefficients and stuff that may change drainage requirements. To date he has not requested an amendment to any of the plans. In speaking with Bobby Howard, we are not in favor of changing the grass and the platted road right of way. Anything else other than grass. So he has not attempted to submit a plan to change it. But you’ve been informed and forwarded the various emails that he has put out as of late on his wildflower attempt to cover the subdivision. Just wanted to report that to the board in case.

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: as he wanted in the first place.

Steve Sherwood: Well Jeff has been citing him as a nuisance complaint. Weeds or flowers over 12 inches from nuisance ordinance. 

President Bob Johnson: It doesn’t look bad necessarily but if he’s going to do it he needs to do it the right way.

Steve Sherwood: We’ve asked him to because the wildflowers won’t, they are not near as dense as grass and the associated problems would not have an appropriate ground cover with drainage and become apparent.  That’s all I have.
