CASH WAGGNER & ASSOCIATES / THE ENCLAVE AT OAK GROVE P.U.D

President Bob Johnson: First up we have Cash Waggner with the Enclave at Oak Grove P.U.D. Amended drainage approval.

Glen Merritt: Glen Merritt with Cash Waggner Engineer on the project. I think everybody is aware of where the Enclave is, just a little North of Coal Mine Road and Oak Grove Road intersection. Basically, the plan that we have submitted for the amended drainage plan. There is 3 lots on the East side of the subdivision, they have a property line dispute. Had to adjust some easements and we have an amended plat that’s going back through the process as well, so there was a 10ft draining easement on the east property line on the 3 north lots 4,5, and 6. We had to reduce those because that property line dispute to 6 to like 7 and 3 or 7.75ft drainage easements. The swales are still on the same location and then their lot 8 which is on the south line and just little bit east of the southeast corner. We actually went from a 5ft drainage easement to a 6ft drainage easement just for like a little side yard swell, to route the water on the south side of the house and a little bit of offsite water that comes to us. But the property line was adjusted on both south and east sides. And that’s what we resubmitted months or so ago and trying to get approval for today. 

President Bob Johnson: Mr. Baxter?

Phil Baxter: We agree with the ease done a good job with it; I’d recommend an approval. 

President Bob Johnson: Mr. Sherwood? 

Steve Sherwood: I believe that Cash Waggner has done everything that I asked him to do. Going back to and email to dated August 19th of this year, and if the easements meet with Molly’s assessment for, they got a variance to be less than 6ft, I thought they did. 

Glen Merritt: We originally had a variance on the original subdivision and platted 5ft easements on several of the side yards. 


Steve Sherwood: With that Mr. Merritt’s made recommendations and changes that I thought were necessary and I am under the understanding that sod was delivered to the site today so it will be grass. I believe the wild flowers are disappearing and if it is to be grass then the drainage calculations don’t need any modification, they should be accurate.  

   Glen Merritt: I wasn’t aware that they delivered it today, I knew they were going to do grass, but I wasn’t sure what point that was happening so that’s good news then.

Steve Sherwood: That’s the word that got back to me, is they were going to grass finally.

  Jason Baxter: Yea I saw that earlier this morning.

Glen Meritt:  Did you really? 

Jason Baxter: Yea.  They were parked in the lot anyway, they just showed up before I did.
