President Terry Phillippe: I’d like to call the Warrick County Drainage Board regular session April 28th, 2025 to order. Please stand and recite the pledge with us.


APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
 
President Terry Phillippe: First order in business is approval of minutes from the April 14th 2025. 

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I do have one thing before we approve it and I talked to Morrie about it last week is that, I made a motion to approve the meeting and I wasn’t physically here so I need to make that noted.

President Terry Phillippe: that was the approval of the minutes from the prior session?

Morrie Doll: It was.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: Yea, and I was actually in Universal but I did watch it.

President Terry Phillippe: So, she motioned a favor when she should have abstained?

Morrie Doll: Yes.

President Terry Phillippe: so do we just recognize that?

Morrie Doll: you need to recognize on the record and then move on.

President Terry Phillippe: very good, so recognized and approval of the minutes from April 14th session. 

Vice President Sarah Seaton: I’ll make the motion.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I will second that.

President Terry Phillippe: All in favor? 3-0.




WARRICK COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY – DRAINAGE PLANS

President Terry Phillippe: Next order of the business is the Warrick Humane Society.

Dennis Wilzbacher: Yes, if you one of you would come to the podium or all of them tell us what the plans are. Tony is my brother-in-law by the way, good one too.

Tony Wilson: Hi, my name is Tony Wilson I’m engineer. Were looking for approval for the drainage for the new Warrick Humane Society building. 

Dennis Wilzbacher: Yea, I’ve looked at the plans and so has Steve Sherwood and the drainage after a few tweaks on the basin discharge and the basin itself everything is in order, calcs look good and so I recommend to the commissioner that the plans be approved the drainage plans.

President Terry Phillippe: Okay, County Engineer?

Bobby Howard: Steve did not brief me on this one, so I will defer to Dennis.

President Terry Phillippe: Okay.

Dennis Wilzbacher: It looks good Bobby.

President Terry Phillippe: Anything else to add sir?

Tony Wilson: If you have any questions.

President Terry Phillippe: Alright so this is the first step in moving things along with the new building.

Dennis Wilzbacher: Come up to the podium if you don’t mind Barb.

Barb Daum: Barb Daum with trailer buildings. Hopefully we can get all through these permits we can get ready to get started, I know it’s been a year process for them being over budget and then trying to find some value engineering and trying to get it, they will be located two doors down and that land that a donor donated so that’s thankful for that. We appreciate it.

Dennis Wilzbacher: Your welcome, thank you.

President Terry Phillippe: A motion.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I make a motion to approve.

Vice President Sarah Seaton: I second.

President Terry Phillippe: A motion and a second. All in favor? 3-0

CLAIMS: 

President Terry Phillippe: Next order of business is approval of claims. We have a total claim of $381.64

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I’ll make a motion to approve.

Vice President Sarah Seaton: Second.

President Terry Phillippe: First and second, all in favor? 3-0

Morrie Doll: Thank you.

President Terry Phillippe: Jason, explain real briefly what the herbicides are for, for the new members of the board.

Jason Baxter: We are just spraying legal drains.

President Terry Phillippe: is that for your use or is that for, I thought that was for the farmer program?

Jason Baxter: No, the farmer program goes through stormwater.

President Terry Phillippe: Okay got it thank you.




OTHER BUSINESS:

President Terry Phillippe: Okay, Dennis your up.

Dennis Wilzbacher: Okay, just a few quick things about the Pigeon Creek area out there. I remember at the last meeting I think I handed out pictures of the concerns out there Northeast of Chandler, it has gotten some attention from the State. DNR is sending a person down by the name of Scott Heinz he’s the chief of the Division of Dams of the Department of Natural Resources and he’s, I hope he comes he’s supposed to call me yet today and make arrangements to be here tomorrow. We’ve, I talked also word got to IDEM, the IDEM chief his name is Clint Woods has called asking about the project or the situation I should say as it has the State director of the Department of Natural Resources his name is Alan Morrison and two other people the Indiana Secretary of Transportation and Infrastructure has called me about it, without going into a lot of detail and time in this meeting I’ll just keep you all posted as things develop. I plan to show them what’s going on out there and at some point, we need to talk about doing some investigative type, geotechnical work somewhere to the tune of 30 to not to exceed $50,000 dollars to look at this structure and its stability. I’ll keep you posted and in that loop.

President Terry Phillippe: Dennis do you have an idea on who you wish to do that work?

Dennis Wilzbacher: There’s a company by the name of Tetra Tech their out of Pittsburgh, feel free to look at their qualifications, they’re a very large company 34,000 employees but their specialty is mining of all types and these type structures are all over the world. They’re working here close by right now at a small site near Vincennes Indiana so I’m hoping they can just tack this on and save us a bunch of money to do this. I’ll get a quote from them.

President Terry Phillippe: So, counsel from a budgetary standpoint and as we all know the surveyor doesn’t have a large budget, I think, I believe there is some surveyor cash reserves in the fund but not appropriated in the budget…

Morrie Doll: that will go to the counsel.

President Terry Phillippe: so, I think we’re going to look that up.

Morrie Doll: it would be of surveyor’s request for the counsel to appropriate the money.

President Terry Phillippe: is there anything else we need to be thinking about from your standpoint?

Morrie Doll: not unless you’ve got a grant, does Debbie have any thoughts about?

President Terry Phillippe: I don’t know.

Dennis Wilzbacher: talked to her, she does have some thoughts as a matter of fact. Through the application process and all the other things…

Morrie Doll: too long?

Dennis Wilzbacher: too long, but perhaps you can still apply for the grants and then reimburse the county, I don’t know how that…

Morrie Doll: they normally won’t approve reimbursements.

Dennis Wilzbacher: okay. 

Morrie Doll: we spend the money, its ours.

Dennis Wilzbacher: okay, I think it needs to be spent Morrie. I’m really worried about this.

Morrie Doll: I understand. We would have to go to the County Counsel and ask for the appropriation.

President Terry Phillippe: what about from being on private property standpoint, I believe…

Dennis Wilzbacher: that’s a good question, I don’t have any written agreements with the landowner just discussions.

Morrie Doll: we’d have to have the landowner’s consent. It does impact a regulated drain and that gives it jurisdiction.

President Terry Phillippe: okay so that’s just the impact itself allows that. 

Dennis Wilzbacher: that’s about all I have is far as that goes until it proceeds a little bit more, any questions or anything?

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I’m good.

Jason Baxter: that’s all I got.

President Terry Phillippe: Bobby anything for stormwater?





STORM WATER DEPARTMENT:

Bobby Howard: Yes, sir the first item I have is the open the 2025 Dump Truck bids and I believe Sherrie is here to present that.

Sherrie Sievers: Good afternoon, everyone. Sherrie Sievers Acquisition Administrator for Warrick County. On April the 3rd in accordance with IC-522-7 and on behalf of the Warrick County Stormwater Department and Warrick County Commissioners and incompliance with Warrick County’s purchasing policy ordinance 2024-04. We submitted an RFP for bids for a new 2025 Ford F550 dump truck or equivalent with specified accessories and features. We sent invitation to D-Patrick Ford in Boonville, Henderson Chevrolet & Ford, Faupel Ford, Ford Super Store in Evansville and Sternberg in Jasper. We received two bids, Sternberg’s in Jasper bid, sent two bids one for Ford F550 and one for a Dodge Ram 550 and then we received a bid from Kate Faupel Ford. So, this time I’d like to open bids please. 

President Terry Phillippe: you didn’t bring your letter opener for it?

Bobby Howard: no, I did not.

Sherrie Sievers: I brought my new letter opener and I’m really really proud of this. So, Kate Faupel Ford bid a new Ford F550 and with the accessories the dump bed, the plows they came in at $104,367.90, again that’s $104,367.90 

Morrie Doll: is that 2005?

Sherrie Sievers: that is a 2025. Let me make sure on that… Yes, and that’s what were requesting to the 2025. The next one is Sternberg’s in Jasper, and it looks like this is from Jay Maxey and his bid came in at $106,783.90.

Morrie Doll: and that was for the Ford?

Sherrie Sievers: that was for the Ford F550 2025. There is a note here that for all Fords 2025 the order has to be placed by May 5th. It looked like the original price came in at $112, 339.00, but the Government discount was $5,556.04. Again, for a total of $106,783.90. And then the next bid is the Sternberg Dodge Ram 2025, 550. This is for 2025 Ram 550 tradesmen bighorn; original price is $113,872.13 discounted price is $105,907.00. 

Morrie Doll: and they all have the same, are they all gas or diesel?

Sherrie Sievers: they’re all diesel.

Morrie Doll: so its an apple-to-apple thing.

Sherrie Sievers: apple to apple. They all have the accessories, the snow plow, the dump bed is coming from Meier so they inspect those for us so everything is comparing apple to apple. They all have their appropriate forms as well.

Morrie Doll: and the maintenance, I’m sorry the warranty on all of them is about the same?

Sherrie Sievers: they have specified the warranties on their bid package we asked for. I’m sure it’s the standard warranties that come from…

Morrie Doll: manufactures.

Sherries Sievers: the manufacture. Yea, their standard manufacture warranties. 

Morrie Doll: so, the law requires lowest and best. Best is discretionary. We were debating where’s Faupel?

Sherrie Sievers: Faupel, Kate Faupel Ford their a division of Henderson Chevrolet Ford and they are located in Henderson Kentucky. 

Morrie Doll: Thank you.

Sherrie Sievers: 2530 Highway 41 North. I guess it’s a matter of Bobby do they want a Ford or do they want a Dodge?

Commissioner Stacey Franz: Sherrie do we already have a relationship with Sternberg?

Sherrie Sievers: yes, Jay Maxey does a great job for us up in Sternberg’s and Henderson is Joey Marshall and he does a fantastic job, they both do great jobs for us. We did have situation with Chevrolet with a product we bought from them, with EMA. With a new truck purchased pulling and there were no questions asked they gave us a brand-new truck, it doing the same thing that the other did and there’s no questions asked they are replacing it but we are probably going to go with a GM instead of Chevrolet same company just they may have had some type of issue. That was Henderson Chevrolet Joey over there.

Dennis Wilzbacher: Sherrie does that Dodge by chance have a Cummins Diesel?

Sherrie Sievers: I believe so.

Dennis Wilzbacher: that’s wonderful.

Sherrie Sievers: yea, they all.

Dennis Wilzbacher: they all have it.

Sherrie Sievers: yea they all have it.

Dennis Wilzbacher: Oh.

Sherrie Sievers: well, is the Ford a Cummins Bobby do you know?

Morrie Doll: I don’t think so.
 
Bobby Howard: Power stroke.

Sherrie Sievers: Power stroke, I stand corrected.

Morrie Doll: which is a Ford variety, Ford manufacture.

Sherrie Sievers: but the Dodge products are Cummins Diesel. 

Commissioner Stacey Franz: is that a good quality?

Dennis Wilzbacher: yea, I think they far exceed the other two, what do you think Jason? This is Bobby’s baby anyway.

Bobby Howard: Jen do you know, do you have what our other vehicles are in stormwater are they all Fords?

Jen Curry: They did have Fords but now we have our Dodge.

Bobby Howard: Okay.

Sherrie Sievers: the last new truck with the exception of Steve’s truck that you purchased for your crew was a, that was a Dodge product?

Jen Curry: Yea.

Sherrie Sievers: Yea. 

President Terry Phillippe: Bobby are you; I know that I’ve heard some comments about the Dodge’s being, you can’t diagnose them as easy they are proprietary.

Bobby Howard: yea and some of what we’ve been dealing with we’ve had to take them down; we’ve had to take any Dodge’s that we’ve had down to either Expressway or Henderson….

President Terry Phillippe: is that a big deal?

Bobby Howard: to get them worked on. It takes a little more time but…

Vice President Sarah Seaton: as opposed down here at Law?

Bobby Howard: I mean we can do a lot of it ourselves, with a computer functioning that we have, we bought a computer and some software that we can do some things to but we couldn’t for the Dodge, it wouldn’t work.

President Terry Phillippe: that’s a small factor in your decision, that’s what I’m saying. 
Bobby Howard: and the Dodge is there a timeline on?

Sherrie Sievers: they didn’t provide me with any, happy to check with them though. 

Bobby Howard: Steve prefers the Cummins engine himself.

Sherrie Sievers: so he likes the Dodge probably better.

Bobby Howard: Steve was texting me saying he prefers the Cummins.

President Terry Phillippe: that’s what we need to know. So, preference from stormwater director, prices are very close anyway. Will get a recommendation for the 2025 550.

Vice President Sarah Seaton: I’ll make a motion.

President Terry Phillippe: I got a motion.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I will second.

President Terry Phillippe: a second. All in favor? 3-0

Sherrie Sievers: thank you, I will get the contract drawn up for you all to sign.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: thank you Sherrie.

Sherrie Sievers: thank you.

President Terry Phillippe: anything else Bobby?

Bobby Howard: yea, the next item I have is, I think Steve got a consensus to submit for proposals to establish the points for the last flood event. I think there were 14 points and he talked to two different individuals, the second one decided to pass on giving us a quote so that left with Kiesel Wagner Survey at a cost of $4,000.00. I mean we’ve got no issue with them so.

President Terry Phillippe: questions, you know what’s going on there?

Vice President Sarah Seaton: yea I followed the emails.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: yea I followed the emails.

President Terry Phillippe: alright, anyone?

Vice President Sarah Seaton: want me to make a motion since we have consensus?  I’ll make a motion.

Commissioner Stacey Franz: I’ll second that.
President Terry Phillippe: I have a first and second. All in favor? 3-0

Bobby Howard: that is all I have.

President Terry Phillippe: okay, counsel? 

Morrie Doll: nothing.

President Terry Phillippe: anything for stormwater? One final motion.
