CASH WAGGNER & ASSOCIATES / LIBBERT LAKES

President Bob Johnson: Next up we have Cash Waggner & Associates, Libbert Lakes drainage plan amendment. 

Glen Meritt: How’s everybody doing? Glen Meritt with Cash Waggner. A couple of things on this. The biggest thing that we are changing we had 4 detention basins on this subdivision originally. 2 really small ones. One at the northwest and one at the southwest corners and Chris has decided now during construction that he doesn’t want to install the one in the northwest corner. It was basically catching the north half of the lots on the north property line. It was all the water it was catching it would have amounted to like 12 cfs. We were choking that northwest corner quite a bit already anyway and by getting rid of that basin our allowable release rate up there at that northwest corner is 23cfs and we are still only releasing like 4. We’ve got say a lot of that water cutoff in that detention basin in the middle on the northern end and like I said we are still releasing a lot less water on that northwest corner. We did change a few other lot lines in the middle. He got rid of some 75 foot – 80-foot lots and made them a 100. We lost 2 lots in there and we had to shift some storm sewer to line up with the new property lines so that’s what changes have been brought before you today.

President Bob Johnson: Phil?

Phil Baxter: Steve and I went over this Thursday or Friday and we are ok with it all. As he stated they’ve got plenty of storage and everything looks good.

President Bob Johnson: Ok. Any questions Dan?

Commissioner Dan Saylor: If you guys are good with it. I make a motion to approve.

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: Second.

President Bob Johnson: All in favor. 3-0.

Jason Baxter: The over flow, or the rip rap. The big storm we had blew a lot of the rip rap down into the neighboring yard and I sent Chris an email here a couple of weeks ago and told him about it but it needs to be pulled back because it’s pushing you know water off and there.

Glen Meritt: ok. I know some of it is concrete down at the bottom. 

Jason Baxter: yeah.

Glen Meritt: It’s a pretty good watershed that comes through that ditch unfortunately. I can say something to him. I’m going to text him that I got this approval when I head back so I will holler at him and tell him and have him get it addressed. I’m sure he will take care of it.

Jason Baxter: Thank you.
